Purpose

The purpose of this report is to recommend a process to deal with a list of issues and comments contained in the Draft Regional Land Transport Strategy submissions.

The attached list is intended to assist the hearings sub-committee during Stage 2 “Consideration of all Written Submissions”.  It is generated by going through all submissions in numerical order, separately identifying each issue as it arises and noting other submitters commenting on the same issue.  An issue is a proposal to change the draft Regional Land Transport Strategy – thus supportive or passing comments on submissions are not noted here as issues.

The comment on processing is a first attempt at sifting the issues for the guidance of the hearings sub-committee based on officer comments as tabled, but they are my suggestions.  Many issues can be dealt with relatively quickly by agreeing (or disagreeing) with the point made and requesting appropriate rewording of the draft strategy – in many cases the submitters themselves suggest appropriate wording. Reference to the appropriate authority is often warranted as follow-up action and in a number of these cases (if the hearings subcommittee agrees) one of the appropriate authority’s is the Regional Land Transport Committee itself, ie for monitoring action in the future.

A relatively small number of issues are more significant.  They attract numerous and/or weighty submissions and require further detailed thought.  These are identified in this list as “Discuss Further”.  The intention is that issues to discuss further will be parked during Stage 2 and the further discussion will comprise of Stage 3.  Further officer comment will be sought for Stage 3.  As a preliminary guide to the hearings sub-committee, 4 issues are rated to discuss further, with a further 6 possible (out of 101 issues from the 151 submissions).

As indicated the intention is to send a formal response to each submission.  It is important that responses address the matters raised by submitters.  The following list will be an important tool in finalising what gets sent to whom.

The issues for further discussion highlighted in the table are:

Major Issues

1. Inclusion of projects or guidelines

2. Transmission Gully/State Highway One

3. Wellington Inner City Bypass/Wellington South East Corridor Plan

4. Inclusion of a modal split target

Sub Issues

(a) Rationale for funding of public transport

(b) Structural conformity with the Act

(c) Inclusion of other local arterial streets

(d) Clarification of implementation roles

(e) Corridor plan priorities, sequencing

(f) Paraparaumu Transport Centre
