They have no material effect.  The proposed lane runs along a substantial part of the main Karori Road and Chaytor Street.

The Regional Land Transport Committee considered a number of environmental issues when determining the performance measures and targets.  CO2 emissions were understood to be directly related to overall fuel consumption.  Fuel consumption is included as a performance indicator with a target of no more than a 5% increase by 2004.
