Background
The Regional Land Transport Strategy Hearings Sub-Committee has now concluded its consideration of submissions on the draft Regional Land Transport Strategy, including the submission made by this Committee.  The recommendations of the Hearings Sub-Committee are to be formally presented to a special meeting of the Regional Land Transport Committee along with a reworded Regional Land Transport Strategy for adoption.

Attached is a list of the matters arising from the Regional Land Transport Strategy submissions that the Hearings Sub-Committee is recommending should be referred to this Committee.  Most of these matters have been under active consideration for some time.  Where this is the case the submissions add further weight to the ongoing debate on these matters and in some cases provide helpful ideas.  Two from the list are new issues.  These are the Paraparaumu Transport Centre and the Melling/Waterloo Light Rail proposal.  Both these need to be progressed through discussions with, in particular, the territorial local authorities concerned.  For the other matters it is suggested that once the submissions referred to have been reviewed by the officers concerned, that an action plan be proposed for each one with progress being reported at subsequent Committee meetings.

Besides this list of issues the Hearings Sub-Committee wished to impress upon the Passenger Transport Committee the responsibility it has to ensure that the public transport projects and proposals set out in the Regional Land Transport Strategy are implemented in a timely fashion so as not to compromise the overall integrity of the Strategy.  Failure to do so would materially alter the effectiveness of the non public transport projects.

The Hearings Sub-Committee accepted the need to include integrated ticketing and enhanced bus services to accommodate increased rail frequencies as presented by the Committee in its submission.  These two additions to the strategy and some others (eg. Porirua bus/rail interchange) do have financial implications in the first five years, and beyond.

The “Probable Funding Scenario” table shown in Report 99.251 that the Committee considered at its June meeting should now be amended to include these additions. 
The table below does that and also incorporates all the Transport Division’s other activities.  This amended table will therefore be this Committee’s input into the Regional Council’s Long Term Financial Strategy review.
