Purpose
To update the Committee on proposals to upgrade links to Wellington station.

2.
Background
…

The Committee has developed two priority lists for funding passenger transport infrastructure.  The first list is for major items which are intended to be funded by a loan funding mechanism (shown in Attachment A) and the second for minor items (shown in Attachment B).  From time to time new projects are added to the lists.  As funding becomes available, items from the minor list are constructed and removed from the list.

The development of the new Regional Land Transport Strategy has highlighted the strategic importance of links to Wellington station.  These links include both bus and pedestrian connections and should emphasise reducing travel time, enhancing comfort, safety and amenity.

At its March 1999 meeting the Committee received a presentation on the first stage of this project.  This presentation focused on upgrading pedestrian connections to the station via the subway.  The Committee responded by ranking that project at the top of its minor projects list.

The Joint Gateway Committee has also requested a re-examination of options to enhance bus-rail interchange at Wellington station.

3.
Comment

Officers have been working with staff of Wellington City Council to put forward proposals to improve pedestrian links to the station and to enhance bus-rail interchange.  The review of the Regional Land Transport Strategy has shown that these projects can be expected to deliver significant network wide benefits.

At the June 1998 meeting of the Committee an analysis was presented that ranked major projects in terms of their economic worth and broader criteria such as Regional Land Transport Strategy priority, community priority, intangible factors, strategic factors and synergies.  This project now has greater economic benefits than those estimated previously, because of its interrelationship with other projects in the strategy.  However, as the cost has also increased its priority ranking remains unchanged which leaves the project immediately behind Petone Station enhancements.

A presentation will be given by officers of Wellington City Council on proposals to upgrade links to Wellington station.  A summary of these proposals is provided in Attachment C.

That this project be ranked immediately behind the Petone Station enhancements on the Major Projects Priority List.
