Purpose
To seek authority from the Committee to release funding to progress projects on the Passenger Transport Priority List and items arising from the draft Regional Land Transport Strategy.

2.
Background
…

The Committee has established two Passenger Transport Infrastructure Priority Lists.  The first list is for major projects and is shown in Attachment A.  The second list is for minor projects and is shown in Attachment B.

At its meeting of 27 November 1998 the Committee passed the following resolution.

“That a decision on the use of the balance of the transport reserves expected to remain at 30 June 1999 be held over until the adoption of the reviewed Regional Land Transport Strategy.”

Comment

Transport reserves as of 30 June 1999 stood at $2,239,000.  The deficit in the business plan for the Transport Division for the 1999/2000 financial year is $646,000 and the policy of the Committee is to provide a $250,000 transport contingency.  If the business plan deficit is funded and the transport contingency is retained this leaves $1,389,000 which could be spent on passenger transport infrastructure.

The development of the new Regional Land Transport Strategy has progressed through into the consideration of submissions phase.  The submissions received and the deliberations of the Regional Land Transport Strategy Hearings Sub-committee indicate support for the general thrust of the Regional Land Transport Strategy.  As a consequence the changes being made to the draft Regional Land Transport Strategy on the recommendation of the Hearings Sub-committee, do not substantially change the public transport infrastructure proposals.

The Regional Land Transport Strategy has yet to be formally adopted and therefore, the Committee’s November 1998 resolution is not satisfied.  The Regional Land Transport Strategy may be formally adopted prior to the next meeting of the Passenger Transport Committee to be held on 25 November 1999.

In view of the above I recommend that the Committee reconsider its previous resolution and move to make decisions on the allocation of the transport reserves so that urgent projects can proceed.  The remainder of this report assumes this course of action will be supported by the Committee.

The draft Regional Land Transport Strategy has identified as strategic public transport priorities, the need to implement the Kapiti Rail upgrade package and the need to significantly enhance bus and pedestrian links to Wellington station.  Separate papers are included in this Order Paper with respect to these packages.

If the Kapiti rail package is to be successfully implemented then a number of land purchases will be necessary.

The Major Passenger Transport Infrastructure Priority List (refer Attachment A) identifies $11.26 million worth of projects waiting to proceed.  The Minor Passenger Transport Infrastructure list (refer Attachment B) identifies $4.79 million worth of projects waiting to proceed.  There are a number of carparks in the region that are currently full to capacity and consequently limit the attractiveness of the passenger rail service in those areas. (see Report 99.460)

It is possible that some of these projects will attract funding support from Transfund New Zealand as an ATR.  This is currently being investigated.

It is proposed that the transport reserves be allocated as follows:
