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Memorandum of Understanding
Supplying Unfluoridated Water from the Wellington Regional Council’s Gear Island Pumping Station to Rahui Reservoir

WELLINGTON REGIONAL COUNCIL (“the Council”)

(2)
HUTT CITY COUNCIL (“HCC”)

Background
A.
The HCC has requested that the Council temporarily supply the HCC at the new Rahui Reservoir with unfluoridated water from Gear Island Pumping Station for supply to consumers of the HCC (“consumers”) in Petone and Korokoro. 

B.
HCC is presently consulting about a supply of unfluoridated water to Petone and Korokoro. 

C.
The parties wish to record the terms and conditions of their arrangement regarding this temporary supply of unfluoridated water from Gear Island Pumping Station to the Rahui Reservoir.  

Supply of Water
The Council will endeavour to supply unfluoridated water to the HCC at the Rahui Reservoir to meet the quantity of unfluoridated water reasonably required by the HCC for supply to consumers in Petone and Korokoro, and the HCC will purchase from the Council and will take delivery of that water on the terms of this document.  

1. No water shall be supplied from Gear Island Pumping Station until the Council secures a variation to the existing resource consent of 12 August 1998 regarding the supply of water, satisfactory in all respects to the Council in its absolute discretion. 

2. Until the Council secures the resource consent referred to in clause 1 the Council will endeavour to supply from the Waterloo Water Treatment Plant the quantity of fluoridated water reasonably required by the HCC for supply to consumers in Petone and Korokoro. 

3. Any such supply of unfluoridated water from Gear Island Pumping Station is temporary.  Neither party supports the supply of water from the Gear Island Pumping Station as a permanent source of unfluoridated water.  In any event, no water shall be supplied under this document after 31 December 2000. 

4. Notwithstanding anything else, the Council may cease the:

(1)
Commissioning of the Gear Island Pumping Station for the supply of unfluoridated water under this document; or 

(2)
Supply of water under this document prior to 31 December 2000. 


if the parties agree upon the supply of fluoridated water from the Waterloo Water Treatment Plant.  

5. The costs of commissioning and operating Gear Island Pumping Station in respect of the supply of unfluoridated water under this document shall be equally apportioned between the Council and HCC as follows:

Resource consent (estimated)
$10,00-$20,000 (GST exclusive)

Commissioning costs
$5,000 (GST exclusive)

Operating costs per month
$3,500 (GST exclusive)

6. The Council will endeavour to ensure unfluoridated water supplied under this document meets the Drinking-Water Standards for New Zealand 1995. 

7. If for any reason whatsoever Gear Island Pumping Station is or becomes inoperable during the term of this document, the Council shall be under no obligation to supply unfluoridated water to the HCC and may supply the HCC with fluoridated water from another source.  Without limiting the foregoing, the Council will not supply water from Gear Island Pumping Station for approximately three weeks tentatively planned for March/April 2000, during which time the station will be closed for aquifer tests. 

8. Nothing in this document obliges the Council to:

(1)
Take any action whatsoever in respect of the supply of unfluoridated water to the HCC from Gear Island Pumping Station after 31 December 2000. 

(2)
Agree to anything at all in respect of a permanent solution regarding the supply of unfluoridated water to the HCC. 

9. Condition Precedent
This agreement will not come into effect until the Council and HCC have agreed to the funding of a permanent unfluoridated water supply to Petone and Korokoro through the Rahui Reservoir.
