Enfor cement

The enforcement strategies specified in the agilan will depend on the problems identified.
Enforcement strategies are likely to be appropiragtuations where traffic speeds are consisyaatibve
limits, where cars are not stopping for pedestr@mpedestrian crossings, where there are parking
infringements impinging on child safety, and whetieer unacceptable and unsafe driver behaviours hav
been identified. Most local council have parkinfjagrs who can enforce parking infringements. Rolic
can carry out other enforcement strategies asopéneir normal duties.

Use the reporting procedure established by the®dle. Faxing details of illegally
parked vehicles or council parking officer’s ticket visits.

Speed Utilise speed trailers to remind motorists of thepeed.

Ask local police to be present at the school inrttegning and afternoon on occasions to
monitor speed and dangerous driving.

School Policy

The school needs to formalise its policy on traeednd from school. Some schools, for example, laawve
unwritten policy that prohibits, or discouragesglaoyg to school. This may be evidenced by a lack of
provision of cycle facilities. Other schools mayeuarage car travel (and thereby discourage cyelimy
walking) by making large parking areas availabigtiat the school gate.

Policies

All children living within 2 km of the school wilbe encouraged to walk to school, and
measures to assist children in this regard wilhb@duced.

Children over 10 years of age will be permitteayole to school. Police may have
recommendations regarding proficiency requiremenensure safety.

Measures to encourage cycling will be introduced @opropriate facilities will be
provided on-site.

No on-site parking space for student drop-offs iélprovided, and the local council
will be approached to control parking within 500frttte school gates.

Staff will be encouraged to use alternative trametles where appropriate.



Engineering

Local councils will assess all infrastructure reqments developed through the STP and will premiti
works alongside their other engineering commitmeféep in mind most engineering works are
expensive and councils may not be able to fund gogineering needs.

Some environmental problems requiring engineer@gtiments may occur within the school boundaries.
The school or the Ministry of Education are prirharesponsible for finding the resources to address
these issues.
